Sneak Preview of the

2009 Regular Legislative Session

In accordance with Article X, Section 29(C) of the Louisiana Constitution, all
bills dealing with retirement issues must be advertised at least 30 days prior
to introduction for consideration by the legislature. This is accomplished

by publishing a public notice of the intention to introduce retirement related
legislation in the state journal (The Advocate in Baton Rouge). The public

notice must appear for two days. As of the compilation of the information for

this newsletter, the intention to introduce a number of retirement bills has been
published in accordance with the procedure outlined above. Here are some of
the topics that may be considered during the upcoming legislative session:

» To consider merger of certain state retirement systems, or the merger of cer-
tain duties, powers and functions of the systems.

* To consider payment of COLAs, and to consider changes to the Employee
Experience Account from which COLAs are paid.
